Students with LENS reports have been 

ignored for too long. I will fight for: 

●​ Automatic respect: A college 

where you don't have to fight an 

uphill battle to get your report 

recognized. 

●​ Lecturer responsibility: A policy 

where it is the lecturer’s duty to 

check LENS reports, saving 

students from having to repeatedly 

explain themselves. 

3. Rent Freeze Now!  

The housing crisis is wild. I will fight for: 

●​ Trinity to roll their rent freeze for at 

least the next two years. 

4. Halls For All

●​ Accountability: College must abide 

by all commitments made to the 

Taskforce following the BDS 

encampment. 

●​ Coca-Cola Boycott: End the 

contract for vending machines on 

campus and turn these spaces over 

to Union ownership and operation.
